Members listened to the speeches by Mr Walbran and Mr. Jones and asked the representatives of both groups and Cllr. Hywel Lewis a number of questions. This was followed by a lengthy debate on the advantages of both option 2 and the third option suggested by the Friends of John Beddoes. Cllr. Smith proposed that the Council support the third option put forward by the Friends of John Beddoes and ask for its inclusion in the options presented to the County Council Cabinet for decision on 11th June. This was seconded by Cllr. Robinson. A vote was taken, there were two abstentions, Cllr. Banks due to his position on the County Council Cabinet and Cllr. Ms Baynham. Members noted that the Learning Partnerships listed included John Beddoes School with Builth and Llandrindod High Schools not Newtown High School and this was felt to be inappropriate given the proposals considered under Minute 2690 above. They asked that the Clerk respond to the County Council noting this and also requesting that Sixth Form Provision at John Beddoes School be re-considered if pupil numbers increase
